Your dog may be released from the leash upon entering the pool deck area.

No children under the age of 16 are allowed without adult supervision.

Your dog must remain under your control at all times. If he / she acts aggressively, please wait
until he / she calms down before unleashing. If the dog continues to act aggressively, you and
your dog may be escorted from the event. You can be asked to leave at any time.

Help your dog into and out of the pool.

Be courteous to other guests and clean up your dog’s accidents. Poop stations and bags will be
on hand.

Female dogs in season are not allowed.

No puppies under 6 months of age.

Do not bring dogs with health or skin conditions that may endanger others.

Humans may enter the pool to assist the dog, however the pool is for dog swimming during this
event.

Outside food and drink (dog and human) is not allowed in the pool area.
